That part of country constitutes what is known as the 
Green Lungs of Poland. The wealth of cultural, healthy 
environment and natural attractions makes Podlasie 
with BNP an important tourist region of the country. 

 Bialowieski National Park is Europe’s largest origi-
nal lowland forest with much of its primeval plant 
and animal life registered on the list of World’s Bio-
sphere Reserves and included on UNESCO’s World 
Heritage List. Unquestionably it  is the most valu-
able, natural area. Located on the watershed of the 
Baltic and Black seas, this immense forest range 
consisting of evergreens and broad-leaved trees.  
It is also the home of some remarkable animal life 
including rare and interesting mammals. The main 
thing in that wilderness areas is presence of 300 
European bison (a species which has been reintro-
duced into the park in 1929), elk (North American 
- moose), stag, roe deer, wild boar, lynx, wolf, fox, 
marten, badger, otter, ermine, beaver and numer-
ous bats.
